3) By Laws Updated; Yes, the bylaws need to be up dated and separated by 1) mission statement 2) By Laws 3) Regulations 4) Rules & Regs David will contact Greg C & Paul past secretaries to ask for their help/guidance. Should have to EC by Sept so ready for AGM.
4) Rocky Mtn Classic; looks like there will be 8 teams (entry fee of $150) that will play 3 games each. Awards to 1st & 2nd places, find something that is in-stock and can be done quickly. 
5) Tardies Regarding; Coaches Code of Conduct, Team Fee’s, Players Dues; Deadlines should be set and adhered to. Schools/Clubs that are delinquent after reminders and deadlines have passed will need to forfeit all games until becoming compliant with all dues, fee’s and required signature forms. Set a DROP Dead date for eligilbility to participate in State Playoffs.
6) Renaming of Colorado Youth Rugby to; It was determined that the new name should become RUGBY COLORADO.
7) Tournament (non-league) Logistics; Should CYR be responsible for Non-League Tournaments or seek Host clubs to sponsor? IE; Set-up/break down, equipment, trainers etc.  EC should work with the Host Club w/ a list of requirements, w/ a club designated contact assigned from the host club.  If not enough clubs step-up to host Frosh/Soph events should CYR do it?  CYR is hosting the Rocky Mtn Challenge, but what about All-Comers/Spring Fling/etc. who gets the fee’s for these whomever is the host.

8) Fund raiser opportunity through Elitch Gardens; Tom to send e-mail with Elitch contact info so each team can participate if they would like.

9) Logo Refinement; Drop the mountains about ¼” so that Colorado is more visable.
