The venue for the Girls’ Youth Rugby championship matches was discussed.  The deliberation continues between 1) Shea Stadium, a consistently profitable venue for Colorado Youth Rugby near four teams in the league; 2) Infinity Park in Glendale; 3) Mike G. Gabriel Football Stadium at Holy Family High School, site of the 2006 Colorado Youth Rugby All Star rugby matches.  These proposals will be processed by the Executive Committee.  

2.
The Board considered problems with mixing rosters with two teams in the League from the same club.  A motion: to require all teams to designate players for each specific team’s roster by September 15, 2008; passed unanimously.  

3.
A proposal to charge each team submitting two rosters $300 plus $15 a player to CYR was tabled. 

4.
A review of monies received by Jeff Aldred, Treasurer, indicated that Douglas County and SWARM were the only two clubs to be paid up with dues to CYR.  

5.
Deadline for payment of CYR dues was discussed.  A motion to designate October 1 as the deadline for all dues to be paid carried unanimously.  Any team may make arrangements with the Treasurer if dictated by procedural delays associated with school funding or other reasonably explained delays in payment.  

6.
Gareth Jones of Ranch Rugby proposed that the timing of the start or League play be delayed until the first week of September.  It would be possible for the exact date to fall on Labor Day weekend. 

7.
The master calendar for the year will be created by the Executive Director.  

8.
Conference on the Game will be in Colorado, but not in Boulder. Two locations still to be decided are between Denver and Glendale for hosting the conference.  Information will come out through USA Rugby on 10/1/08.  The President discussed the use of high school rugby strategic planning and a link to the document will be made available to CYR members for their consideration.  This plan was presented by USA Rugby and processed by Colorado Youth Rugby at a strategic planning meeting over the summer with the Executive Director.  

9.
The premier of “Forever Strong,” a major motion picture starring Sean Aston and Sean Ferris will premier on September 14 at the Harkins 18 theaters near Pro Bass Shop in North Denver.  Colorado Youth Rugby is sponsoring this viewing and encouraged its members to promote it.  Posters were available for advertising this fund raiser for Colorado Youth Rugby.  Tickets are $10 at the door or in advance.
10.
J.R. LaPierre was introduced as the Executive Director to the Girls’ Coaches.  He has been on the job for 30 days and has accomplished a number of key procedural and administrative activities to assist the girls, including providing information to the web master including scores and standings, development of proposals for the Colorado Youth Rugby website and itemizing proposals for the Girls’ Youth Rugby Championships matches to be held November 1.  

The meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
